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For 240V:  Join RED & BLACK. Use BLUE & BROWN 

             (Isolate both WHITES separately) 
 

For 230V:  Join WHITE 1 & BLACK. Use BLUE & BROWN 
            (Isolate RED & isolate WHITE 2)  
  

For 120V:  Join BLUE & BLACK 0V and join RED & BROW N 120V. 
            (Isolate both WHITES) 
 

For 110V:  Join BLUE & BLACK 0V and join both WHITE S 110V. 
             (Isolate RED & Isolate BROWN) 
 
 

* FOR PRIMARY WINDING WITH SOLID CORE WIRE AND SLEE VING  
If the WHITE leads are cut short please ensure the TWO wires inside  
the sleeving are joined together in BOTH cases.
