NOTE: A certain amount of mechanical hum is prevalent in mains
transformers and can be amplified when bolting to y our metal work.
Therefore you may find a small rubber gasket or sim ilar material is worth
fitting to quieten this hum to its' minimum, but pl ease ensure the frame

is grounded to the supply safety earth.
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
